Unit 3: Problem-Solving
Subunit 1: Identify a Problem in the Community
· Students will select three interview subjects from their chosen community.
· Students will generate a list of community issues based on the data collected during the interviews.
· Students will distinguish between issues that can be remedied and those that cannot.
· Students will identify one solvable issue to research.
Subunit 2: Propose a Solution and Carry it out
· Students will generate a list of viable solutions for the issue.
· Students will evaluate the benefits and consequences of each proposed solution.
· Students will identify the most plausible solution for the issue.
· Students will describe the expected outcomes for their proposed solution.
· Students will apply their solution to the problem.
Subunit 3: Evaluating Results
· Students will generate a survey to evaluate how the enacted solution has affected members of the community.
· Students will analyze results of the survey to identify effective and ineffective aspects of the solution.
· Students will evaluate the success of their implemented solution based on the survey data.
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
