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Authentic Activity #1


Geocaching Lesson Activity: France Web Field Trip

Introduction: The following activity ideas can be adjusted to fit any culture or country. The examples listed below relate to the country of France for the purpose of modeling how these ideas might work. For this activity you will need:

· Some form of technology for each student (computer, laptop, iPad, net book, etc.)

· Six sets of cue cards

· Handouts for students to keep track of their research (one for each group)
· (Optional) authentic food from the country/culture
Set up: Type up the cue cards that will match your country or culture, print and laminate six sets of the cue cards, type up and print the handouts that match the cue cards and research the students will be doing, set up the technology in groups so that each group is separated from the other groups. Leading up to the day of this activity get the students excited by telling them they are going on a field trip to France and that they will be competing in a scavenger hunt in France. You can also share that you will have a surprise for them at the end if you choose to partake in the optional “food” portion of the activity. 

Student Introduction: Instruct students that they will be split into groups and given a position in that group. Once jobs have been assigned they will be given their first cue cards. Then they must virtually travel (find an informational website on the landmark) to the landmark on their cue card and complete their individual tasks for that landmark. My students will be traveling to Palace of Versailles, the Eiffel Tower, Chateau de Chambord, Arc de Triomphe, the Louvre, and Sacre-couer. After all four students have completed their job, they must bring the information to the teacher who will give them the next cue card.
Splitting Students: An ideal class size for this activity would be 24 students. Split students into six groups of four students each. 

Assigning jobs: Each group needs to designate one student to each of the following jobs.

· Creator Finder: This student must find who was known as the creator, engineer, architect, etc. of the landmark. They should pick the name that is most famously known for creation of the landmark.
· Historical Fact Finder: This student must find one interesting historical fact about the landmark. 
· Date Founded Finder: This student must find the date that is most commonly known for the creation of this landmark.
· City Finder: This student must find the city in which the landmark is located.
Begin: Once the jobs are assigned and the students are aware of what they are doing, give the students their first cue card and give them a dramatic start, “On your marks, get set, go!”

While they work: As the instructor you need to constantly monitor the students work to make sure they are on task. Also, they will be coming to you for approval of each set of landmark information and their next cue card. 

Aftermath: At the end of the race serve the authentic food you have prepared for the students (optional) and allow them the opportunity to discuss their experiences and share what they learned. For the French food I’d prepare croque-monsieur sandwiches which are similar to grilled cheese with ham, crepes, and alouette (a cheese spread) and bread.
