Procedures  

	I.  Introduction: Readiness/Motivation for Lesson  ( Engage)                

Bell Ringer: Everyday there will be some kind of bell ringer. The purpose of the Bell Ringer is to immediately engage the students in work without instruction from the teacher. It allows the bell to actually start class like it is supposed to. Bell ringer activities consist of past standardized test review questions, discussion time, activities related to the curriculum, or simply a question that makes students think. For this lesson plan specifically, students are given an opportunity to share which theme they would like more time to work with. View the attached PowerPoint presentation, slide #7.
(no bell ringer on day 2, just let the students get to work)

Assessment: Students have papers with five boxes, one for each day of the week. Each day the students will write their answers to the Bell Ringer in the correlating box and these papers will be collected at the end of each week and assessed for participation as well as areas which need more teaching and areas which the students have mastered.

II.  Development: Lesson Focus (Explore, Explain, Extend)                    

Wrap-Up: These final days of the Portfolio Project Unit will be used to finish up any of the five items which were not completed during class or at home throughout the unit. For the students who have completed all of their work, encourage them to be creative and decorate their folder which will hold all of their work. They can also choose to bring in a shoe box or other item to hold their work.
*Also remind students to read through their rubric to make sure their portfolio meets the guidelines listed on the rubric. 
Assessment: (Informal Assessment) Observe that students are beginning to see the five themes of geography come together as a description of what Mesopotamian civilization truly was. Also observe students working hard to bring together their large project. 
III.  Closure to Lesson                                                            

Five Themes Song: With the last seven-eight minutes of class (both days) instruct students to begin cleaning up as you pass out the lyrics to the Five Themes of Geography Song attached. Once everything is cleaned up instruct students to follow along with the lyrics as you play the video.

Assessment: (Informal Assessment) Watch to make sure that students are following along with the lyrics and engaged in the song. 
IV. Homework: Any final work on the students’ portfolio projects must be completed at home. The final project is due the day after the unit is completed.
V.  Differentiation: This unit is centered on project based activities. Therefore, a majority of the time, students will be working either individually or in a small group so they have the opportunity to move at their own pace. This allows struggling students to slow the material down, advanced students to be challenged, and the teacher to have the opportunity to walk around and monitor for students who need any assistance.
