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Rationale


History is just as important as other units of social studies. History can be explained in lists of stories that keep students entertained. This subject is marked by the understanding that the past will help people understand the present and anticipate the future. This is useful in terms of cultivation among students’ optimism and national morals when they know more about the history of their country. It is also great to see the importance of characters in history and how they have served their countries. Therefore, in this unit, my lesson plans will focus on how to attract students in the lesson. I will also add some interesting stories that are related to the unit in order to make sure that students are completely engaged.
In this unit, I will use the “5-E Learning Cycle Model” in my lesson plan. This model will help me explain the lesson easily because it has five important components (Chiarelott, 2006, p90). The first component is to engage students in the lesson and I will lead interesting activities in order to get my students’ attention. The second component is exploring the lesson by giving my students enough time to look over the entire lesson and to take in the general idea of the lesson. Then, according to this model, I will put my students into small groups and ask them to give me explanations of what they understand from the lesson and what their views are. After that, I will extend their exploring to make sure they understand the lesson, and they can apply what they learned in the real world. The final component is evaluation; students will assess themselves to measure the level of their understanding of the lesson (Chiarelott, 2006).

The unit will begin with a timeline. First, the unit will be presented by learning how to use a timeline in numbers, week, and years. Then they will learn how to use a timeline to create a series of events in their community. Students will use different examples to create their own timelines. There will be different activities with using various materials to help the students understand this concept. Also, the lesson will present the comparison between the events in the past and events in the present by using a timeline. The second lesson will be learning about historical figures and it will be connected to the first lesson by using timelines for historical people. Also, this lesson will contain development of research skills by doing numerous researching activities. The third lesson of this unit will be about technology and science. This lesson will start with the methods of communication in the past and now. Also, the role of technology nowadays and the type of traveling over time will be discussed in this lesson. The last lesson will be about change over the time. This lesson introduces change over time in our community. It will also describe different examples about how the change happens. 
At the end of this unit, students will be able to gain new skills and knowledge that will help them increase their academic achievement. The main objective of this unit is applying contextual teaching and learning theory; therefore, this unit will focus more on how to connect what students learn to real world situations. The examples and activities that we will do in this unit will clarify this theory. Using CTL theory will make students feel the value and the importance of what they have learned because it connects to real life. It helps students explore the meaning of the concept and improve their thinking and problem solving (Johnson, 2002).

The purpose of doing preassessment is to help the teacher to determine if the students can reach the outcomes of the unit or lesson and if they have previously achieved the objective (Chiarelott, 2006). 
According to (Oberg, 2009) the importance of preassessment is to give teachers an opportunity to explore their students’ knowledge, skills, and experiences that they already know. Preassessment has an impact on the learning process because it plays an important role as an effective tool in learning. 
In this unit, the preassessment tool that I will use is a survey. I would like to know my students’ previous knowledge and skills. Also, I would like to know their interests before we start the unit. Therefore, I will make two surveys, one to examine their knowledge and the second one to explore their interests.

Lesson plan #1
Timeline
The concept to be learned:
What a timeline is and how to create a series of events using a timeline?  
Lesson outcomes:
· Students will identify how to use calendars in order to understand the series of events.
· Students will explain a series of different events.
· Student will discuss different examples of timelines in the past until now.
· Students will create their own timeline.
· Student will use butcher paper to create a series of events.
· Students will use timelines to list days, numbers, and weeks.
· Student will discuss timelines in historical documents, articles, and pictures.
· Students will compare events in the past and now by using timelines.
Time requirements: two days. 
Materials Needed:
· Calendar
· Butcher paper
· Markers
· Pictures and newspaper
· Timeline worksheets
Procedures:
Day 1: I will engage the students by doing a worksheet activity. This activity will introduce the lesson to the students. Then, I will explain the concept to the students and help them complete the worksheet. (15 minutes)
Day1: Students will be able to explore the meaning of timelines and will begin to identify the series of events. They will start first, with knowing the order of numbers, weeks, and days in the calendar. After that, we will review pictures, newspaper, and historical documents that have examples of timelines. Students will have time to look through these examples. (15 minutes)
Day1: Students will show their understanding by giving me explanations of what they found in the newspaper, pictures, and historical documents. They will share what they found with each other and they will make a comparison and discuss that in the class. (20 minutes)
Day2: I will examine the students’ understanding and I will allow students to create their own timelines. We will do an interesting activity, which is using butcher paper and markers to create timelines about events in their community. After we finish this activity, students will share their timelines with the class. (35 minutes)
Day2: I will provide the students with a blank timeline worksheet and I will give them six American holidays and they must put them in order. After that, I will collect the students’ worksheets to assess their understanding of the timeline. (15 minutes)

Lesson plan #2
Individual impacts history
The concept to be learned:
How historical individuals have influenced history and their accomplishments. 
Lesson outcomes:
· Student will explore different sources to search for historical figures.
· Students will know how to use history books and biographies.
· Students will identify historical characters, such as Martin Luther King Jr. and Abraham Lincoln.
· Students will understand the lives of historical people.
Time requirements: two days.
Materials Needed:

· Access to the Internet
· Paper and pens
· Martin Luther King Jr. story
· Abraham Lincoln story
Procedures:
Day1: I will introduce the lesson to the students by showing them a short video about how individuals enrich history and help the community. After that, I will divide them into small groups and ask them to discuss the video. We will share the students’ opinions with the class. Then, I will read the Martin Luther King Jr. story to them as an example of an individual who helped the community. After that, we will discuss the story and I will ask them to answer questions about the story. (25 minutes)
Day1: I will read the second story, which is the Abraham Lincoln story. I will increase their knowledge by telling them how Lincoln has impacted history and his achievements in history. Then, they will answer the questions on the worksheet. After reading this story, students will recognize whom these individuals are and that they can change the community and help their community. (15 minutes)
I will explain to them how to use different methods to improve their researching skills. I will show them how to use history books and biographies on the Internet. Then, I will ask the students to use the Internet to search for historical people such as, Martin Luther King Jr. and Abraham Lincoln. They will have approximately ten minutes to do their research. After they finish, we will discuss what they found as a class. I will ask students to write their ideas about what they found after their research. Then, I will ask them to explain their ideas and opinions about historical people. (15 minutes)
Day2: I will make an activity to measure the students’ understanding. They will use the Internet. Then, I will ask them to list individuals who have impacted history and how they have made a change in the community today. After that, students will have an opportunity to explain their responses. (25 minutes)
Day2: At the end of the lesson, students will have an assessment to evaluate their understanding. The assessment is to write one sentence about how individuals have impacted history. (20 minutes)

Lesson plan #3
Science and Technology
The concept to be learned:
The role of technology and science in history and its uses in the past and present.
Lesson outcomes:
· Students will discuss the types of communication used now and in the past.
· Students will discuss various examples of communication methods.
· Students will contrast traveling in earlier times and the present.
· Students will identify different kinds of traveling methods in the past and now.
· Students will explain the role of technology in present time.
Time requirements: two days.
Materials Needed:
· Access to the internet
· Pictures of different kinds of transportation
· Markers
· Paper
Procedures:
Day 1: I will introduce the lesson by asking the students to brainstorm the different types of communication in the past and now that they already know. They will write their thoughts on separate pieces of paper for approximately 10-15 minutes. After that, I will put them into small groups and I will ask them to discuss what they wrote. Then, I will show them pictures that illustrate the differences between transportation in the past and now. I will discuss these differences with the class. (25 minutes)
Day 1: For the second activity, I will ask the students to gather more information about communication and traveling methods in the past and present. They will access the Internet and write what they find on the board. Then, they will make a comparison of how the communication has changed from the past and now. (25 minutes)
Day 2: I will ask students to take one example that we discussed and write on a piece of paper one kind of traveling or communication and what it was replaced with in the present. For example, in the past we listened to the radio and now we use media players. (20 minutes)
Day 2: I will bring books, animal toys, a radio, and cell phones to class and I will put the students into small groups. Then I will give each group one thing and they will tell me each of these samples what it is replaced by in the present day. Then we will discuss how technology and science impact our daily lives. (20 minutes)
Day 2: At the end of the class, I will assess students by providing them activities for homework and they will bring it back the next day. The last (10 minutes), I will give the students an opportunity to ask questions about the lesson or homework.

The concept to be learned:

Lesson outcomes:
· Students will explain the change over time by using different materials, such as maps, artifacts, and photographs. 
· Students will describe different perspectives on how change happen over time. 
· Students will explain many examples that show the change in their lives. 
Time requirements: two days.
Materials Needed:
· Maps
· Artifacts
· Photographs
· Papers
· Markers
· Access to the Internet
Procedures:
Day 1: I will engage the students in the lesson by asking them if they notice any change in their community from a few months ago. What are the new buildings and schools? Then, I will give them a worksheet that shows home life in the past and now. After that, we will discuss their answers as a class. (15 minutes)
Day 1: I will ask them to access the Internet and explore different websites to look for different pictures that describe the change in countries, culture, and communities. Then, we will discuss what they found and I will explain to them how communities have changed over time and the elements that have caused that change. (15 minutes)
Day1: I will provide students with maps, artifacts, and photographs and I will ask them to explore these samples and make a comparison using the sample between the past and present. Also, they will explore how these samples are changing over time. I will give them about 15 minutes for this activity. After they finish their exploring, I will ask them to explain how these samples change over time. I will divide them into groups and each group will talk about one sample and explain what the sample is and how it changed from the past until now. (20 minutes)
Day2: I will expand students’ knowledge about this lesson by asking them to write about the changes that happen in their lives. They will complete a worksheet that I will provide and they will work on it individually. Then, we will discuss their answers as a class. (20 minutes)
Day 2: To evaluate students, I will ask them to create their community or neighborhood map and draw pictures to show how their communities or neighborhoods have changed over time. This activity will assess students’ understanding of the lesson (20 minutes). The last 10 minutes I have left for students if they have any questions.

Martin Luther King, Jr.

Civil Rights leader

Martin Luther King, Jr. was born in Atlanta, Georgia in 1929. The son of a Bapftist
minister, he became one himself after studying at a theological seminary in
Pennsylvania. There, he learned about the non-violent methods used by Mohandas
Gandhi in protest of British colonization in India. King believed that
African- Americans could gain their civil rights through peaceful demonstration and
protest. He believed in methods such as the boycott, refusing to buy products or
services from companies or people who discriminated against African-Americans.
[n 1963, a civil rights march on Washington, D.C., called the March on
Washington for Jobs and Freedom, helped make King internationally known. It was on
the occasion of this march that King made his famous I Have A Dream’ speech. He
won the Nobel Peace Prize in 1964 That same year, the Civil Rights Act was passed,
banning many types of discrimination against African - Americans.
