The students will design their own artifact box. The artifact box will require at least 5 different items to be selected to use to represent ancient Egypt. A short explanation of the items’ connection(s) to why they chose it will be required. It must be in a decorated box of some sort. All items must be appropriately connected to ancient Egypt. The students will then create a “Sale Flyer”. The flyer will be designed around one of the 5 themes of geography and its’ connection to Egypt. The students will be required to create this digitally including maps, charts, or graphs related to their theme. This will be passed out during the traveling salesman presentation. This is where students will try to “sell” their artifact boxes to their peers. Five students at a time will share their projects to small groups and rotate to new groups sharing their information. They will hand out their “sale flyer” during their presentation. Students and teachers can choose to vote on the best salesman, if appropriate for your classroom.
Through doing this, the students will build personal connections to the important ideas surrounding the ancient Egyptian River Civilization. They will be required to dive deeper into understanding the connection of the 5 themes of geography by creating their “sale flyer”. They will be given a flyer from other showing their connection(s) to the 5 themes. Students will be able to see and make additional connections based off of the other “sellers” in the classroom. 

The rubric is designed to assess their ability to connect their learning to an inanimate object. They will be assessed on the explanation of the connection. This gives students an open ended opportunity to show what they know. The students will be assessed on their “sale flyer” in a way that shows they understand their chosen theme and its’ connection to ancient Egypt. Based off of the literacy standard RH.6-8.7, students will be assessed on their use of charts, graphs and maps to sell their flyer. The overall presentation of the project will be assessed for neatness and effort.
