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Primary Layer

* In direct contact with
skin or wound

* Choice of material
dictated by

— Presence & Type of
wound

— Stage of wound healing
— Amount of exudate
— Necrosis/ infection
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Secondary Layer Functions:

Holds 1°in place

Keeping in contact with
wound, helping to eliminate
dead space (serum/blood
might accumulate)
Absorption of wound
exudate/fluid

Support
Compression
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Tertiary Layer
Functions:

* Protects from
environment

* Holds bandage in place
* Immobilizes
