	“Leaky Teats”

	Description
	Characterized by milk leaking constantly or intermittently from the teat. This may be caused by a severe teat injury or an abnormal streak canal.
 

	Procedure 
	· This is done by injecting small quantities of Logol's solution with a syringe around the teat orifice. 
· A small amount is injected in 4-5 places around the orifice.
· The amount to be injected is determined based on the fibrosis necessary to prevent the leakage of milk. 
· The end of the teat will swell for a few days and be difficult to milk, then the swelling will subside.
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
